Ms. Archer holds a DMA in organ performance from the Manhattan School of Music, where she studied with
McNeil Robinson; she also earned an artist diploma from the Boston Conservatory where she studied with
James David Christie and Jon Gillock. An active recitalist in both Europe and the United States, she was
featured on organ series in Budapest, Turin, Hamburg and the Hague in summer, 2004, and returned to Poland,
Germany and Italy in summer, 2005. She presented an historic performance practice workshop,

at the national
convention of the American Guild of Organists in Los Angeles, California, and was a featured recitalist at the
Organ Historical Society national convention in Buffalo, NewYork in July, 2004.

Ms. Archer lives in New York City, where she serves as Chair of the Music Department at Barnard College,
Columbia University; Director of the Young Artist Series at Central Synagogue; Artistic Director of the
Lunchtime Organ Recitals at historic Central Synagogue; and was recently appointed to the organ faculty at
Manhattan School of Music and college organist atVassar College.

For the first concert of their third full season, the Lancaster Oratorio Society will present Camille Saint-Saens"
Christmas Oratorio. In addition they will feature selections from G. F. Handel"s , Benjamin Britten"s

Spirituals are some of America's greatest national treasures; beauty born of incredible suffering, full of longing,
determination, and even humor. In honor of Black History Month, soprano Jessica Gondwe and pianist, Maria
Thompson Corley, will present a program of inspirational music, including both spirituals and hymns.

Born in Canada but raised in Gettysburg, Jessica Gondwe is a singer, actress, and dancer. She attended Morgan
State University and continued her training at Philadelphia's University of the Arts. She has sung at the French
Cultural Center in her father's homeland of Malawi, and currently performs at Sight and Sound Theater, where
she has been a cast member since January of 2007.

Juilliard-trained pianist MariaThompson Corley has appeared on radio, television, and concert stages in Canada,
the United States, Central America, the Caribbean, Bermuda and Europe. Her recordings include a
collaboration with tenor Darryl Taylor on the Naxos label, and two solo CD"s released byAlbany: the first twelve
of Leslie Adams" etudes for solo piano and a recording of solo piano music by African-American
women. She is the Music Director at St.Thomas Episcopal Church Lancaster, Pennsylvania.

Featuring some of the very talented friends and family of First Presbyterian Church in a wide variety of music for
woodwinds, brass, keyboard duos and vocalists. More details will be available closer to the date.

We welcome back the Lancasster British Brass Band for their FifthAnnual Concert. The Lancaster British Brass
Band consists of 28 players including 3 percussionists. It draws its personnel from the four-state region of
Pennsylvania, Maryland, Delaware and New Jersey. Originally conceived as a top-level, professional quality
ensemble, it includes among its membership professional solo and ensemble players and music
teacher/performers. The band members bring years of playing and teaching experience to the organization from
such diverse institutions as The Philadelphia Orchestra, The United States Marine Band, the Lancaster,
Harrisburg, Reading and York Symphony Orchestras, and L"Orchestra del Maggio Musicale of Florence, Italy.
Many players are currently engaged as teachers in various public and private school venues and in such
institutions of higher learning as West Chester and Millersville Universities, Lebanon Valley College, The
University of Delaware andTowson University

The Oratorio Society will conclude their Third season with a presentation of Saviour! A Modern Oratorio by
Greg Nelson and Bob Farrell. The composers call this oratorio#The Story of God"s Passion for God"s People.$
Through a wide variety of musical styles this piece dramatically recaptures the biblical stories of Creation, the
struggles of Israel, Christ"s sacrificial death on the cross and the promise of His return. In addition to the adults
of the Oratorio Society, the youth and children"s choirs, and the dancers of First Presbyterian Church will also be
featured.
